It is also possible that in the 
future, an ȰSMS acceptable to the state 
could be just as important as aircraft oc-
cupantsȭ having the required visas and 
passports for entry into a country,ȱ  said 
FAA SMS program coordinator Rick 
Krens. 

FAA InFO 08022 states, that Ȱthe FAA supports 
ICAOȭs SMS initiative and has been in active 
liaison with ICAO and with individual nations

FAA Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 5  
The Federal Aviation Administration has published the 
SMS final rule for Part 121 operators effective March 9, 
2015 requiring all 14 CFR part 121 certificate holders to 
develop and implement a Safety Management System 
within their organizations. Part 121 operator SMS 
implementation plans will have to be revised or written to 
account for the Part 5 requirements. SMS pilot projects 
for Part 135, 142 and 145 certificate holders will continue, 
but they will be based on the Part 5 requirements. 
  
The implementation of the new Part 5 requirements will 
mean that new Air Transportation Oversight System 
(ATOS) tools will be implemented including SMS Safety 
Attribute Inspection (SAI), design assurance and 
performance assurance supplements and a gap analysis 
tool. The FAA will also issue new guidance material via 
Advisory Circular 120-92B and FAA Order 8900.1 SMS 
guidance.
